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Synopsis

and for the first time introduces the phenomenological method of reduction. For those interested in
the genesis and development of Husserl’'s phenomenology, this text affords a unique glimpse into
the epistemological motivation of his work, his concept of intentionality, and the formation of central
phenomenological concepts that will later go by the names of "transcendental consciousness’, the

unencumbered by the technical terminology of Husserl’s later work, it bears a clear connection to
the problem of knowledge as formulated in the Cartesian tradition, and it is accompanied by a

translator’s introduction that clearly spells out the structure, argument, and movement of the text.

He was born into a Jewish family (which later caused him to lose his
academic position when the Nazis came to power in 1933), but was baptized as a Lutheran in 1886.
