Some authors of books on mythology and fantasy take on a snooty, lecturing tone, like they’re
imparting true occult wisdom upon the unenlightened masses. Page and Ingpen get a little mystical
but | never had the impression that they really thought they had met pixies or been to Valhalla. My
only problem with it is that the entries are not sourced. There is a nice bibliography in the back but
there is no indication in the individual entries where the information came from. It would have been

nice to be able to follow up on the entries that | found especially interesting.
