John Banks’ insightful book about the participation of CT residents in the Battle of Antietam is an
excellent piece of American history. It is written in clear, very readable prose. It keeps the readers
interest from page one. Banks not only reprises the details of the battle in terms of the individuals
who fought it; he includes the perspectives of nurses, undertakers, family members, and even
deserters. He admirably shows the ripple effect through time that the battle had on those who were

killed, wounded and psychologically damaged. He also delineates the activities of CT communities



to commemorate the war up to the present. He doesn’t pull any punches, the gristly horror of
America’s most brutal conflict is starkly portrayed. But the the human dimension he brings to the
narrative makes for a balanced look at the fight and its consequences. If you are a Civil War or

Connecticut history buff, this book is right up your alley.
